Cranberry didn’t lose the use!
Unlike cherry, pears, plums, strawberry, …

BUT
to mitigate occupational post application 
risks, the label now has
revised re-entry intervals

high contact: 10 days
low contact: 2 days



Another re-evaluation survivor…

Casoronherbicide (dichlobenil)

Relevant amendment added to the label:

"To minimize surface water contamination 
when used on cranberries, all effluent 
water must be impounded and held for 
one day prior to release."
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
